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Annotation. The paper deals with the phenomenological analysis of one of the basic
Vedanta terms — bheda-abheda-vada of Bhaskara (IX) — «Inner Ruler» (antaryamin). The paper is
based on the article of the Austrian Indologist and scholar G. Oberhammer, who is the most
influential investigators of Vedanta Philosophy. In his IV volume «Materials on the history of
Ramanuja School. The Inner Ruler (antaryamin). History of a theologem» (Wien, 1998) he puts
analyses of the term “Inner Ruler” (antaryamin), which is important for the history of Indian
tradition beginning from Upanishads. The Interpretation of this term one can find in the works of
Bhaskara, the representative of bheda-abheda-school, who transforms this term.

The Sanskrit term “Inner Ruler” can be compared with some European philosophical terms.
And it seems that the most relevant term is the notion “Will” proposed by A. Schopenhauer.
Nevertheless the term “will” and the division of the world into two spheres — the sphere of will and
the sphere of representation has the long history in division of the world into the noumenal and
phenomenal, ideal and material, true and illusory worlds.

The phenomenological analysis of this term means not only the complex investigation of it,
but also the widening of the empirical historic-philosophical investigation and involving of the
transcendental meanings into it. In this case the religious Hermeneutics of G. Oberhammer is very
important because of his hermeneutical means which he uses in his investigation of the non-
European cultures.
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
